Bleed: These are the 
dimensions to use if graphics 
are to print beyond the edge of 
the final printed page.

Trim: these dimensions are 
where the page will be cut and 
represents the final dimensions 
of the printed magazine.

Live: This is the area where 
text and graphics can be placed 
that is a safe distance from 
the trim size. these dimensions 
will prevent the loss of text 
or graphics when the page is 
trimmed.

Bleed 288mm x 432mm
Trim 282mm x 426mm
Live 270mm x 410mm
